
Regulations : 
 
Participants acknowledge that they are entirely responsible for themselves during the event 
called « LandRover Days », both on the driving area and the bivouac, located on Swiss Army 
property in Bière, as well as during outings in the surrounding region. They are also responsible 
for any children accompanying them. 
Participants must hold a valid driving license and be covered by their own vehicle insurance and 
personal liability insurance. 
Under no circumstances shall the organization “des Séries en Helvétie” be held liable for any 
material damage or bodily injury involving participants, between themselves or towards third 
parties, nor for any loss, damage or theft of personal belongings. 
Each participant is morally and financially responsible for any damage, pollution or harm they 
may cause. 
All registered Land Rovers must display a sticker with their registration number on the 
windshield. Vehicle registration documents, insurance certificates and technical inspections 
must be valid and up to date. 
Participants are free to drive at their own risk within the areas of the terrain marked by tape and 
ONLY during the indicated dates. Any driving outside the designated areas will result in 
prosecution by military police and immediate exclusion from the event. 
All participants must drive at low speed on the terrain and during outings. Driving speed on the 
bivouac must be walking pace. 
The bivouac is open from Friday at 1:00 PM and must be vacated by Monday at 11:00 AM. 
On site, after nightfall, noise must be kept to a minimum in order to respect nearby residents and 
other participants. 
Any participant found driving under the influence of alcohol will be excluded from the event at 
the discretion of the organizers. 
The organizers reserve the right to immediately exclude any participant who does not comply 
with the event rules or basic standards of conduct towards others and the local population. 
Dogs are allowed during the weekend provided they are discreet and must be kept on a leash at 
all times. Owners must clean up after them. 
Participants must use the garbage bags provided and dispose of them at the designated location 
upon departure. Smokers must dispose of cigarette butts with the garbage.
